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NOTE TO ALL APPLICANTS

Whilst the Taxi Licensing Team makes every attempt to deal with all applications as speedily as possible there are certain matters which they are obliged to refer for special consideration by either the Regulatory & Appeals Committee or an Officer with delegated powers.  If you have convictions for any of the offences listed below or fall within any of the categories mentioned, your application will have to be referred for a decision to be made as to whether your application will be granted, and this may result in a delay in your application being processed.

MATTERS WHICH WILL BE REFERRED FOR SPECIAL CONSIDERATION

(1)
A conviction is revealed that has not been previously disclosed when properly required.

(2)
The applicant has received two written warnings from the taxi licensing office within the last 12 months.

(3)
The applicant has a conviction or convictions involving:-


dishonesty (including theft)


indecency


violence (including damage)


drugs (including driving matters)


alcohol (including driving matters)


driving whilst disqualified


driving whilst uninsured


dangerous driving


reckless driving


causing death through driving


failing/refusing to give a specimen


driving without a licence


plying for hire


operating unlicensed


driving whilst vehicle/driver unlicensed 


employing unlicensed driver


non compliance with operators records requirements


obstruction


overcharging


overloading licensed vehicle


refusal to accept fare


or, attempting, causing, aiding abetting counselling procuring inciting or conspiring towards any such of the above.

(4)
The applicant has a series of motoring convictions resulting in him/her having eight or more counting points on his/her licence.

(5)
The applicant has been convicted of any offence and a sentence involving imprisonment (including suspended or deferred) detention, disqualification or punishment in the community was imposed.

(6)
The applicant has any other conviction which in the opinion of the Taxi Licensing Team indicates that he/she may pose a danger to the travelling public.
