We will use the information provided by you for a number of reasons, depending on

the service or reasons for interacting with you. This includes:
e Using the information provided by you to investigate tree related enquiries.

e Using the information to create a work order for carrying out tree pruning and

felling works. Your details may be passed to a contractor to carry out this work.
e Using the information for tree planting schemes.

e Consulting with you on the proposed tree removals on residential and other

streets within Nottingham.

When we process your personal data, we will comply with data protection legislation

and enable you to exercise your rights contained within the legislation.

Lawful basis for processing

The basis under which the Council uses personal data for this purpose is that this is
necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the public interest by the Council

or in the exercise of official authority vested in the Council.
