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We will use the information provided by you to set up your Learning Pool account. This is either on 

behalf of Nottingham City Council or another organisation that uses the Councils Learning Zone 

services. The basis under which the Council uses personal data is for performance of contract.  The 

reason that NCC collects your personal data is to give you access to your training record and provide 

reports to your organisation of training completed and compliancy requirements. 

The information provided by you includes the following personal data: name and email address (and 

employee number for NCC staff only).  

We do not ask for any special data but if you choose to supply any medical information for 

accessibility reasons this information will be collected on the basis of substantial public interest. 

The information that you have provided will be kept in accordance with the Information Asset 
register for NCC or if external for the period outlined in the organisation’s retention schedule. 

The information provided by Nottingham City employees may also be used for other purposes or 

functions carried out by the Council.
