GENERAL CONDITIONS FOR THE CONSENT GRANTED 

UNDER 184, HIGHWAYS ACT 1980

Note                    ‘Highway’ includes the carriageway, pavement and verges.

Insurance

1.
Licencees must maintain a policy of public liability insurance with a limit of 


not less than £5,000,000 per claim and which covers any claim arising from



the presence of the materials etc, or the excavations.

2. The policy must provide cover throughout the period the materials etc. are

deposited on the Highway or the excavations remain open and the surface 

has not been permanently reinstated.

3. Licensees must produce evidence that the premiums have been paid and are


up to date.

Note

(If the insurance cover is not in force the Council may, by notice, require the 



removal of the materials etc. or fill in the excavations or in default, do the work



itself and recover the relevant costs).

Road Safety

4.
licensees must comply with NRSWA 1991 code of practice for safety at 

roadworks and make arrangements to protect pedestrian and vehicular traffic throughout the period the materials etc. are deposited in the highway of the excavations remain open. See Guidance notes on pages (i) and (ii).

A copy of the code can be seen at the City Councils offices or obtained from




the Stationery Office.




Sections 171 Highways Act 1980 and NRSWA 1991 make it a criminal offence




if you do not

(i) put up barriers and traffic signs to warn of and prevent danger;

(ii) comply with any separate written notice concerning the traffic signs to





be put up and kept in position;

(iii) guard and light the materials or excavations.



Section 175A Highways Act 1980 requires licencees to have particular 



regard to the needs of the disabled and the blind

Excavations
5.
At least thirty days before commencement of any excavations, licencees must 




notify all utility companies having apparatus in the locality of the proposed works. 






Separate conditions may apply for emergencies.

6. All temporary excavations and reinstatement work must comply with 


NRSWA 1991

7. The sides of any excavations must be properly supported pending completion 


of backfilling.

Cleaning

8.
When materials etc. are removed or the excavations are closed up, the 




highway shall be left clean.

Note


(Section 170 Highways Act 1980 makes it an offence to mix or put mortar, 




cement or similar materials on the highway except in a receptacle or on a plate adequate to stop it sticking to the surface or getting into drains and sewers).

Note



(Hoardings/Scaffolding/Skips – A separate form of application is needed for 





any of these)

Works must NOT commence BEFORE a licence is granted.

The method of backfilling the excavations and for an interim reinstatement must be agreed with a highways inspector.





REQUIREMENTS OF THE NEW ROADS AND STREET WORKS ACT 1991

Please note that before the application to excavate in the highway can be 

approved, it is necessary to provide a photocopy of your public liability insurance cover for not less than £5,000,000 and Street Works Qualifications of operatives 

and supervisors to be employed.

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF PERSONS WISHING TO
OPEN THE SURFACE OF A HIGHWAY

1. All work must be carried out in accordance with the New Roads and Street Works Act 


1991, and all other relevant legislation.

2. Subject to the appropriate provisions of NRSWA 1991, Chapter 8 of the Traffic Signs

Manual or any directions given by the Highway Authority, the following will in general be standard practice for the guarding, signing and lighting of highway obstructions and for temporary traffic control.

(a) Before commencing work the portion of highway to be broken open must be properly fenced with conspicuous guard fence or barriers to prevent all danger to traffic, 


pedestrians and animals; particular care being taken to protect the blind and disabled.

(b) Signs shall be positioned on the approaches to and at the works. These signs are to



be in good condition and regularly checked for position and cleanliness.

(c) All traffic control shall be approved by Nottingham City Council.

(d) Where the works involve the obstruction of the footway the Authority may require the applicant, on grounds of public safety, to provide at the applicants expense an 

        alternative temporary footway either in the verge or by fencing off part of the carriageway.

If the latter, the fenced off carriageway is to be treated as an obstruction and signed       accordingly. 


If the applicant fails to satisfy any obligations imposed by these conditions the Council 


may do anything to secure their observance and the applicant shall pay to the Council 


the costs reasonably incurred by them in so doing.

3. The width and lengths of any obstruction due to the works undertaken shall be kept to


a minimum so as to cause the minimum disruption to traffic. Where severe disruption


to traffic is unavoidable the applicant shall take all reasonable steps to reduce the length

of time of this disruption to a minimum by working overtime, shifts or on Sundays. The 

Authority holds a list of those roads in the City where obstruction will not formally be 

permitted at peak traffic periods.

4. If it is considered that the works can only be carried out by temporarily closing the 


highway the applicant must notify the Authority in writing at least six weeks before the


date when the closure is required so that the necessary advertising and posting of


statutory notices may be put in hand. If owing to an emergency a highway has to be

closed without notice, the applicant must notify the Authority without delay in order that 

suitable diversions may be arranged. The applicant shall repay to the Council any costs incurred on advertising and posting of statutory notices or otherwise in connection with 

any closing of the highway.

5. Where by reason of the applicants works, movement of traffic in a highway is restricted

or prohibited and such traffic has to use an alternative route or lower classification, the applicant shall be liable to pay to the Council any cost reasonably incurred in strengthening 

the alternative route to be fit for use by the traffic diverted or any cost reasonably incurred

in making good damage caused to the highway by diverted traffic.
