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What Consents Do | Need?

e Licence to carry out temporary activities on the highway:
including placing skips, scaffolding, hoarding, fencing, materials on the highway.

e Temporary Traffic Regulation Order:
temporarily restricts public use (walking, cycling and driving) over a highway during
construction.

® Permanent Traffic Regulation Order:
used to permanently change how the public use the highway, including new
residents parking schemes or bays.

e Stopping Up and Diversion Order:
To carry out development on a highway, the highway must first be stopped up
(permanently closed) or diverted onto a new alignment.
