Application should be made initially at the emalil
address TechnicalTeam@nottinghamcity.gov.uk (this email account will be monitored
between 10:00am and 4:00pm on working days) and details will be required of the records
and documents that persons wish to inspect.

Notice is given that from 23 December 2024 to 05 February 2025, the auditor, at the request
of a local government elector for the Council’'s area, will give the elector or their
representative an opportunity to question them about the accounts.

Notice is given that from 23 December 2024 to 05 February 2025, any such elector may
make objections to the auditor, under section 27 of the Local Audit and Accountability Act
2014, relating to any matter where the auditor could take action under:

e Section 28 of the Local Audit and Accountability Act 2014, namely, to apply to the
court for a declaration that an item in the accounts is contrary to law, and/or

e Section 24 and paragraph 1 of Schedule 7 of the Local Audit and Accountability Act
2014, namely, to make a report in the public interest.

No objection may be made unless the auditor has previously received written notice of the
proposed objection, specifying the facts on which the objector relies and the grounds on
which the objection is being made.
