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We will use the information provided by you to book you onto training and development 

interventions including qualifications delivered by Nottingham City Council and outside 

organisations. The basis under which the Council uses personal data for this purpose is that this is 

necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the public interest by the Council.  

 

You are not obliged, either by statute or by contract, to provide the information that is requested 

here but will need to do so to access our training and events. The information that you have provided 

will be kept for 6 years. 

The information provided by you sometimes includes the following special category of personal 

data on health.  This is to ensure you are fully supported to be able you to undertake the training 

and development intervention safely.  Information in these categories is used by the Council on 

the basis that such use is necessary for reasons of substantial public interest, and in accordance 

with the provisions of the Data Protection Act 2018.  

 

The information provided by you may also be used for the purpose of any other function carried 

out by the Council.
