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We will use your information to issue and process Fixed Penalty Notices (FPNs). The basis under
which the Council uses personal data for this purpose is that this is necessary for the performance
of a task carried out in the public interest by the Council or in the exercise of official authority vested
in the Council. Depending on the type of FPN you are issued, you may be obliged by statute to

provide the information that is requested from you.

Personal information relating to your FPN will be deleted following receipt of payment or conclusion
of the appeal process. Non-identifiable information about your FPN (location, date of issue, type of

contravention) will be kept indefinitely for reporting purposes.

The information provided by you may also be used for the purpose of any other function carried out
by the Council. Information about these functions and the legal basis on which information is used

e Avright to in certain circumstances to request restriction of processing

e Arightin certain circumstances to request portability of your data to another provider
e Arright to object to processing of data in certain circumstances

e Aright regarding automated decision making including profiling
